Pilgrimage along the Benedict Path

trail currently connects Slovenia with Bavaria and 
extensions are planned to the north and south. 
290 km of the pilgrim route lead to monasteries 
in Upper Austria. Four of these stages have 
already been accessible since last summer and 
pilgrims and long-distance hikers will be able to 
cover all 13 stages between Spital am Pyhrn and 
Engelszell from this summer. The official opening 
of the Upper Austrian Benedict Path will take 
place in late summer 2023.

The hike passes through all vegeta-
tion zones, from flower meadows to high alpine 
pastures, barren areas, scree fields and glacier 
ice. There are five huts to stop off and spend 
the night at along the way.

Lunch 
awaits in Sibratsgfäll, a little village at 930 m above 
sea level in Nagelfluhkette Nature Park, named 
after "Nagelfluh", a conglomerate of rock. The tour 
then continues through a typical plenter forest (a 
sustainably managed forest) before returning to 
Lingenau for dessert. In addition to the description 
of the 34 km route, breakfast, lunch and dessert 
are included in the package. You should allow for a 
cycling time of around four hours.

Audio cycle path "Crossing the border"

With its 100 km long "Crossing the border" 
audio cycle path, the Jewish Museum 
Hohenems launched a truly innovative project 
in the summer of 2022. Along the route, which 
leads from Bregenz to the Montafon, 52 audio 
stations tell the tales of daring escapes that 
took place between 1938 and 1945. Symbolic 
border stones mark the audio stations and you 
can listen to the escape stories via a QR code 
or the website. From July to the beginning of 
September, guided cycling tours dive deeper 
into individual destinies, creating a multi-lay-
ered picture of the time. The Jewish Museum 
Hohenems was awarded the Austrian Museum 
Prize in October 2022 for its inspiring, bold and 
open-minded exhibition concept. It is the only 
museum in Austria to have received this award 
for the second time.

Saffron farmer Georg Wölfler

The history of saffron is full of surprises. Up until 
a good 100 years ago, saffron cultivation was 
common in Austria. Austrian saffron was even 
considered one of the best in Europe. A few 
years ago, Monika Wölfler, Georg's mother, saw 
a documentary about saffron farmers in Austria 
and became interested in the special plant. 
Her first cultivation attempts in Leogang, the 
family's hometown, were successful. The field 
grew. Today, Monika's son Georg, whose main 
profession is local registrar, and his wife Carina 
are mainly responsible for ensuring that the 
saffron thrives and gets to their customers. The 
lilac flowers are harvested in autumn. Then the 
saffron threads are pulled out of the blossom, 
dried and packaged in handmade boxes. In 
addition to individual connoisseurs, many 
local restaurateurs are now amongst Georg’s 
customers.

Sheep wool experts Michael und  
Edeltraud Schöpf

The Schöpf family founded a loden and blanket 
factory near Ried im Oberinntal at the beginning 
of the 20th century. In later decades, sheep 
wool blankets, knitting wool, fleece and carpets 
were made here. In 2012, Michael Schöpf took 
over the factory. He managed to restore the 
historical machines, including more than 20 
looms, spinning machines and a 100-year-old 
twisting machine. In 2020 he founded the sheep 
wool factory museum together with his family. 
On guided tours, Michael and his wife Edeltraud 
show how knitting wool is made from raw wool 
and many other processing steps. They also 
produce “Original Fraunser knitting wool” on 
an old machine. The raw product comes from 
local sheep farmers and Edeltraud knits socks, 
hats and gloves from the colourful yarns. The 
range also includes woven items such as small 
carpets and vibrant felts. Son Gabriel helps with 
the historic machines. Guided tours take place 
every week.
